Through the Personnel Committee, you have increased the work hours of 

our Church Secretary, who doubles as Administrative Assistant for church 

programs and ministries and as Financial Secretary, so that the Church 

Office will be open 8:00-5:00, Monday-Friday.

God’s tithe is 

10% of our income.  The church has bills to pay and missions to support. 

Thank you for giving “above and beyond” to the Myers-Mallory State 

Missions Offering—with a goal of $1,000, we gave $1,446!
